[incident/drill name] SCAT Field Safety Plan
1. Intent
1.1. The intent of this Field Safety Plan is to establish a structured process and disciplined approach to the mitigation of health, safety and environmental risks associated with our operations and activities. This safety plan applies to all [incident/drill name] Shoreline Cleanup Assessment Technique (SCAT) Teams.
2. Communications
2.1. Daily Pre-Mission Safety Meetings will be conducted at site with each team.  Specific topics of discussion to include: 
· Lessons learned from the prior day’s mission

· Current and forecast weather 
· PPE requirements
· Food and hydration
· Emergency signal
· Communications 
· check radio communications/channels
· Review boat/flight plan with boat or aircraft pilot
· Training requirements
· Check with each team member if they have safety concerns that need to be mitigated before leaving
· Review and sign the Job Safety Analysis (JSA)
2.2. Each team is equipped with a
· Cell Phone– for contact between field team and base, and with helicopter
· Two-way radio – for contact between field team and base, and with boat operator
2.3. The Field Team Lead shall call in when departing or arriving a location via boat, helicopter or vehicle.  The contact for call ins is:

· [name, cell number]
2.4. The SCAT Coordinator will update the situation board every six hours with the location of the SCAT teams.
2.5. Each SCAT Field Team will be provided with a copy of this safety plan, the medical plan, and at least one set of area maps.
3. Vehicle Safety
3.1. Pre-Trip Plan (Maps, directions)
3.2. Vehicle walk around are mandatory;
3.3. Seat Belt use is mandatory for everyone in the vehicle;
3.4. Observe all posted speed limits;
3.5. Drivers are forbidden from using cell phones, GPS, two-way radios or any other distractant while operating a motor vehicle.  Drivers may only use distractants when a vehicle is stopped and parked off roadways.
4. Accidents – Injuries – Spills – Near Misses
4.1. Any accidents, injuries, spills or near misses must be reported to the SCAT Coordinator as soon as possible.  The SCAT Coordinator will report the incident to the Safety Officer immediately.
4.2. Any accidents, spills or near-misses will be discussed at the daily SCAT Field Report meeting to identify appropriate mitigation, ensure reporting is completed, and to share learnings.
5. Training
5.1. ALL members of a SCAT Field Team are required to have the following Safety Training.  
· Site Safety Orientation
· HAZWOPER
6. Personal Protective Equipment
6.1. Each SCAT Field Team Member is required to don the following PPE while on a boat or in a helicopter.
· First Aid Kit

· Hearing Protection

· Personal Floatation Device
· Eye Protection on boats (Sunglasses or Safety Glasses)
· Hand Protection (nitrile) if handling oil –  (as needed)
· Mosquito Repellant (as needed)
· Sunscreen and hat (as needed)
· Waterproof boots (as needed)

· If working in cleanup operational area, abide by site PPE requirements (i.e. hard hats, boot covers etc.)
· Fire retardant clothing

7. Weather
7.1. SCAT Coordinator will monitor the daily regional and local weather 

7.2. SCAT Field Teams will be given weather updates when they call in to the SCAT Coordinator
7.3. If a serious weather risk is identified by the SCAT Coordinator, the affected SCAT Field Teams will be notified by cell phone and/or two way radio as possible.
8. Emergency Notification
8.1. On Water Emergencies -Coast Guard/911
8.2. Land Emergencies, Fire and Ambulance – phone 911

9. Leadership
9.1. While on an aircraft, boat or airboat, SCAT team members will follow pilot/skipper instructions at all times.  The SCAT team leader is responsible for the following::
· Bring Safety Plan on each mission
· Conduct Pre-Mission Safety Meeting
· Report all accidents, spills or near-misses to SCAT Coordinator
· Ensure all team members can operate communications
· Ensure all team members know Safety Training and PPE requirements
· If any one team member believes there are safety risks that must be mitigated prior to starting the mission, resolve issue or call off mission.
10. Working Alone
10.1. Working alone is strictly forbidden.
11. Reviewing and Updating

Changing conditions may occur which wil require review and revision of the Field Safety Plan. Triggers for review of the plan may include grounding of much larger quanities of oil, stranding of fresher oil (more volatiles), proximity to cleanup operations and Team memner reports of safety violations or safety concerns.
